If one candidate's cumulative academic
term maximum is less than the 50 % of cumulative term limits for a postdoc researcher or
postdoctoral researcher, a new PhD must follow the existing doctoral researcher or co-doctoral
researcher's standard.

One or more of the required rules does not apply to those documents, and when
necessary individuals must file these reports in person at least 90 days after they are produced.
